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A student-athlete advisory committee
(SAAC) is a committee made up of stu-
dent-athletes assembled to provide
insight on the student-athlete experi-
ence. The SAAC also offers input on the
rules, regulations and policies that
affect student-athletes® lives on NCA/
member institution campuses.

Presently, there are separate national
SAACs for NCAA Divisions |, Il and Ill.
NCAA legislation mandates that all
member institutions have SAACs on
their respective campuses. Further,
NCAA legislation requires that all
member conferences have SAACs.

The information that follows will assist
you in understanding how the network
of SAACs, from individual campus com-
mittees to the conference and/or

national committees, interact and sup-
port one another to shape intercolle-

giate athletics policy and enhance the
student-athlete experience.
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
